(An award-winning wine with touches of Vanilla and Melon.)
Brut, Coastal Vines, California $9
(Light and refreshing, well-balanced fruit flavors and aromas of citrus, pear and peaches, followed by a nuance of spice.)

White Wines By the Glass
Riesling, Hogue Cellars Riesling, Columbia Valley, WA $8
(Aromas of lemon-lime, ripe orange and peach, with a touch of honey and vanilla.)
Pinot Grigio, Rex Goliath, California $7
(Citrus and lemon-lime aromas with layers of fresh stone fruit sprinkled with floral and lavender notes.)
Pinot Grigio, Ruffino ‘Lumina,’ Italy $9
(Refined notes of minerality are balanced with hints of pear, sage and freshly baked bread.)
Sauvignon Blanc, Veramonte, Chile $7
(This wine has hints of Citrus and herbs, the fresh fruit tastes linger on your palate.)
Chardonnay, Darby & Joan, South Australia $6
(Aromatic melon characters with subtle hints of passionfruit and oak complexity leading to a rich, balanced palate.)
Chardonnay, Vaca, California $8
(Aromas of pineapple, guava, lemon zest, jasmine and mango, full-bodied with a refreshing finish.) 
Chardonnay, Irony, Carneros $11
(Crisp green apple& vanilla flavors with a rich creamy mouth feel.) 

Red Wines By The Glass
Pinot Noir, Baron Phillipe Rothschild, France $7
(From Vin de Pays d’Oc comes a nose of strawberries and spice highlighted by blackberry flavors and caressive tannins.)
Pinot Noir, Solaire by Robert Mondavi, Santa Lucia Highlands, California $10
(Complex flavors of black cherry and red raspberries, with hints of rose petal, violet and red licorice.)
Merlot, Clos Du Bois, Sonoma $9
(Rich fruit flavors; plum and cherry, with a nice touch of oak complexity.)
Cabernet Sauvignon, Hayman & Hill, Napa $8
(Big and rich with expressive notes of rich chocolate, blueberry and raspberry with hints of tobacco.)
Cabernet Sauvignon, B.R. Cohn ‘Silver Label,’ North Coast, California $12
(Rich flavors of berry, cassis and black cherry with hints of vanilla in the background.)
Cabernet Sauvignon, Charles Krug, Yountville, Napa, California $15
(An elegant wine aged in hand selected Oak barrels, creating flavors of dark cherry, cocoa and strawberry jam.)
Malbec, El Portillo, Mendoza, Argentina $7
(Good structure, medium  acidity and a long finish. Rich with fruit, the nose is reminiscent of plums and blackberries.)
Shiraz, Hardys “Nottage Hill”, South East Australia $7
(Ripe blueberry and spice aromas with dark cherry, plum and chocolate flavors and a hint of black pepper spice.)
Zinfandel, Talus, Lodi, California $9
(Intense aromas of blackberry, baking spices, tobacco and black currants - typical of classic Zinfandel.)
Chianti, Ruffino, Italy $6
(A classic chianti fruity ,yet spicy with a note of hazelnut.)
